An Evacuation Order has been issued by the Fort Nelson First Nation at the Emergency Operations Centre (EOC). 

 
Based on this information, an order pursuant to the Authority of the Council under Sections 81 and 88 of the 
 Indian Act to evacuate these areas has been authorized in the interest of life and safety. 

 
Due to the risk of wildfire the Fort Nelson First Nation is urging residents and visitors within the Kahntah IR #3 area 
to evacuate. The area is described as: 
 

• Kahntah IR #3 
• 100 kilometers south east of the community of Fort Nelson First Nation 
• 108 kilometers northeast of the community of Prophet River 
• On the east bank of the confluence of the Fontas River and Kahntah River 
• Latitude and longitude 58°21'18.15"N, 120°54'28.71"W 
• This area includes four seasonally inhabited homes and many cultural sites

EVACUATE IMMEDATLEY 

• Take an emergency survival kit with you. 
• Make sure you take prescription medicine and identification for the entire family. 
• Listen to the radio and follow instructions from local emergency officials. 
• If you are instructed to do so, shut off water, gas and electricity. 
• Make arrangements for your pets. Local emergency officials will advise you. 
• Wear clothes and shoes appropriate for the conditions. 
• Lock your home. 
• Follow the routes specified by emergency officials. Don’t take shortcuts. A shortcut could take you to a 
blocked or dangerous area. 

EVACUATION 
ORDER 
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• If you have time, leave a note telling others when you left and where you went. If you have a mailbox,
you can leave the note there.
• If you have time turn off all outside water sprinklers so water is conserved for firefighting efforts.
